Last week was challenging, to say the least. It all started
when | spilled coffee on my blackberry, rendering it
inoperable a mere hour or two before | was to fly out for
a week on back-to-back trips (during which time |
planned to rely heavily on said blackberry since | would
be away from the office). As the week unfolded, a
serious issue arose back at the office which urgently
required my attention. However, | could not leave the
meeting | was at. Stress mounted as the week wore on,
and | began to really beat myself up. The night before |
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was to leave, | was worn out after a very long,
frustrating day, so | decided to drive off base to grab a
quick bite to eat, then head to bed. Unfortunately, that
was not to be thanks to the base police, who wrote me
a ticket for not coming to a full stop at a stop sign. This
was the last straw. | was exhausted and | had no more
"cool" left in me for the day. It was all | could do to keep
myself from coming unglued as | waited for the police
officer to hand me my ticket. Ever have a week like
that?

As | sat there waiting, it suddenly occurred to me that
despite everything else that had happened that week,
right at that moment | had a choice. | could allow my
feelings to overwhelm me, or | could choose to praise
God in spite of it all. So | started singing the first praise
song that came to mind, and as | sang my spirits began
to lift and | settled down. More significantly, right then
and there | realized in a deeply personal way what the
author meant in Hebrews 13:15 by "a sacrifice of
praise." In that moment, it was truly a sacrifice to
choose to offer praise and thanksgiving rather than curl
up in the corner and lick my wounds, because it
required me to turn my focus away from myself and
direct it back to God.

The next day | encountered more problems when |
realized after arriving at the rental car office at Chicago
O'Hare that | was actually flying out of Midway. Relying
on my experiences from the previous night, however, |
did not get overwhelmed and instead just prayed and
trusted that regardless of what happened, in the end all
would be well. As it happened | ended up making it to
the airport, through security, and over to my gate with
about 15 minutes to spare before my flight! As | settled
into my airplane seat | reflected on everything | had to
be thankful for that day:

1) The problem back at the office was now close to
resolution.

2) The rental company allowed me to drop off my car
at Midway at no additional cost.

3) The realization that | needed to get to Midway
occurred to me at 5:45 pm, just about the latest time |
could safely get from O'Hare to Midway and still hope to
catch my flight.

4) The traffic was incredibly light in the direction | had
to drive to get to Midway.

5) The man at the tollbooth gave me flawless, easy-
to-understand directions to Midway.
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6) The shuttle bus driver waited for me to grab my
belongings from the rental car so | could get on. Waiting
for the next bus might have meant missing my plane.

7) The shuttle bus dropped me off right in front of the
curb-side check-in counter.

8) There was no line through security, nor at the gyros
stand where | grabbed a bite to eat.

9) The ladies at the gyros place threw in a bottle of
water for free.

10) Last but certainly not least, | made it to the gate with
15 minutes to spare!

God alone knows why the events of last week
happened, but maybe part of it was about giving me the
opportunity to "rejoice in the Lord always" (Phil 4:4,
NIV). Regardless of whether a circumstance seems
good or bad on the surface, | can rest assured that God
will use it for good.

And THAT is cause for praise indeed!
